Virginia DECA Board of Trustees

May 11-12, 2006

English Inn, Charlottesville VA

CALL TO ORDER

Board members in attendance were Mike Foley, Sarah Martin, Pat Gilliam, Debby Rogers, Sharon Acuff, Margaret Kirby, State Association Advisor, and Mickey Kosloski, Virginia DECA Specialist.

Board Chair Sharon Acuff called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.  

REPORTS

Minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made to approve the minutes.  Seconded and passed.

Financial Report.  The financial statement was reviewed.  Mickey Kosloski reported $1108 in interest (to date) at ODU.  Financial reports and Board minutes will now and in the future be posted on the Virginia DECA Web site.

State Department.  Margaret Kirby reported 30,000+ marketing students.  There will be two fashion marketing workshops in June at VCU.  Changes in the staffing at the VDOE were discussed, including the two new career coordinators.

Board Election Results.  Jean Draper, Amy Granahan, Jen Hendrickson were introduced as new Board members.  Eric Keiser and Bill Price were considered as potential post-secondary replacements after the seat has been vacant for one year.

Membership.  12,436 in 2005-2006.  Mickey Kosloski discussed some of the problems with the upcoming online membership, including students not being considered as members until they are paid for.  Mickey Kosloski agreed to schedule a meeting with Annie Farrell as soon as possible.  Attendees will be Mike Foley Dr. Kirby, Debby Rogers, and Sharon Acuff.

DLC Participation.  The 2005-2006 report was reviewed.

SLC Participation Summary.  Overcrowding in the halls prior to the awards session was identified as the most significant “issue.”  93% of the participants reported the conference a good or excellent experience.  A disproportionate number or the remaining 7% stayed at the Doubletree Hotel.

ICDC Participation Summary and winner results.  Virginia DECA had a record number 130 participants on stage, with a delegation of 602.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Statement of Assurances for “Ethics in Competition” for series events at DLC and SLC – The intent was to implement this in 05-06.  It will be done for 06-07.

Improptu Speeches.   The current process is satisfactory.

Recognition of Chapter Projects – Satisfactory

Guidelines for Districts for SLC competitor selection in the event of inclement weather – Mickey Kosloski will present a selection method, based on membership, and place it in the CMG as a recommended alternate procedure for selecting SLC competitors if advisors cannot agree on a method.

NEW BUSINESS

Budget 2006-2007  Mike Foley moved that the budget be approved as presented.  Seconded and passed.

Old Pee.  It was noted that one of the beds smelled like “old pee,” and all the hotel did was change the sheets.  However, the conference was still a good one.

Scheduling Manual Contestants – Phyllis Slachter has agreed to check presentation boards on Friday evening during testing.  Location will need to be determined.

District Role Play (with an emphasis on accounting) – DECA, Inc. writes our events.  Virginia DECA is not prepared to start writing their own events.  An accounting emphasis was only in one of 44 series events.

Re-districting – Fairfax County was examined, and Amy Granahan provided the Board with a recommended redistricting.  Mike Foley moved the pending proposal for Fairfax County be accepted.  Seconded and passed.

Future SLCs

Overcrowding/Seating – Doors will be opened for open seating sessions 30-40 minutes prior to the session.  This should alleviate the immobility problems.  State officer advisors and other advisors will not be permitted to save large blocks of seats in advance.

Moving to Richmond or other location – Margaret Kirby noted that an additional hotel will be available in Richmond in approximately 3 years, possibly making this a more attractive location.

Conference Dress for Females – Pat Gilliam read a concern from Suzanne Campbell regarding female dress, asking the Board to relax the dress code for females.  The Board agreed that the professional dress code that includes females wearing jackets/blazers, or dresses was an improvement for the conference.  Removing the word “jacket” from the verbiage should eliminate non-professional jackets such as boleros.

Foundation – Mike Foley reported on the Virginia DECA Foundation meeting conducted on 5/12/06, including contracting with Margaret Kirby as a fundraising agent (following her retirement from the DOE and respective Boards).  Mike noted that the Foundation is on solid footing and moving in a positive direction.

Rick Calhoun (acting Chair, Virginia DECA Foundation) asked Virginia DECA to contribute an additional $10,000 per year over each of the next five years to the Foundation.  Virginia DECA has contributed approximately $30,000 over the past 2 ½ years.  Discussion ensued regarding the merits of providing the additional funding.  Possible alternate donation amounts were discussed.

Mike Foley moved that the approved budget be revised to provide $10,000 in support of the Virginia DECA Foundation.  Second and passed.

Sarah Martin moved that Virginia DECA provide $10,000 total, inclusive of state officer activities and program of work awards, to be reviewed at the May meeting in 2007.  Seconded and passed.

The Virginia DECA Board supports the Foundation action of naming a scholarship in Dianne Tremblay’s name.

Monitoring Advisor Compliance to ICDC Stipend Conditions

Mickey Kosloski noted that there were several advisors that did not attend some of the meeting and sessions.  (It was also noted that this year would have been difficult to monitor, as the meeting time was changed.)  It was agreed that Dr. Kirby should send a general letter of warning to the advisors—and cc:ing supervisors—that those advisors not showing up for their SLC and ICDC duties will lose their ICDC funding of $50 per competitor.

Sarah Martin moved that advisors must attend SLC assignments (in addition to ICDC requirements), as assigned by the DECA Specialist, in order to receive that year’s ICDC stipend of $50 per competitor.  Seconded and passed.

Financial Support, DLC (District 18)

One high school in this district pulled out of DLC, thereby spreading their portion of the cost to the remaining chapters.  District 18 would like suggestions on how to avoid this in the future.  Utilizing a letter of commitment at the first district meeting, signed by advisors and their principals, or going back to a “no cost” facility were two suggestions.  However, ultimately this needs to be solved at the local level.

2006-2007 meetings were scheduled for October 19-20, 2006, and May 10-11, 2007, pending the availability of lodging/meeting space.

Debby Rogers nominated Sharon Acuff for Board Chair.  Seconded and passed.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:02 a.m.
